G.S.R. 322(E).—The following draft of certain rules, which the Central Government proposed
to amend the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological Sites and Remains (Framing of Heritage Bye-
laws and Other Functions of the Competent Authority) Rules, 2011 in exercise of the powers
conferred by the Section 38 of the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological Sites and Remains Act
1958 (24 of 1958), is hereby published as required by sub-section (1) of the said section for the
information of all persons likely to be effected thereby, and notice is hereby given that the said rules
shall be taken into consideration after the expiry of a period of thirty days from the date on which
copies of the Gazette of India, in which this notification is published, are made available to the
public;

The objections or suggestions which may be received from any person with respect to the
said draft rules before the expiry of the said period so specified, shall be considered by the Central

Government.

Draft Rules

1. (1) These Rules may be called as Ancient Monuments and Archaeological Sites and Remains
(Framing of Heritage Bye-laws and Other functions of the Competent Authority) Amendments Rules,
2018
(2) They shall come into the force on the date of their final publication in the Official Gazette.

2. Inrule 4 of the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological Sites and Remains (Framing of Heritage Bye-
laws and other Functions of the Competent Authority) Rules, 2011 (hereinafter referred to as the
principal rules);

(i) in the sub-rule (6) after the words “publish its activities”, the words “and also provide such
information to the Authority for hosting the same on website” shall be inserted; and
(ii) in the sub-rule (7) after the words “interaction with the Authority”, the words “and the Director

General” shall be inserted.
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3. In the principal rules, in rule 20, in the sub-rule (2) after the words “similar information on its
website”, the words “and also provide such information to the Authority for hosting the same on
website”, shall be inserted.

4. In the principal rules, in rule 21;

(i) in the sub-rule (1) for the words “five years” the words “ten years” shall be substituted;
(ii) in the sub-rule (7) the words “contours, preferably at 0.5 meter intervals” after the words
“comprise recording of”, and words “all sides elevations” after the word “plan” and words “with
detailed inventory” after the words “open spaces, trees” shall be omitted;
(iii) in the sub-rule (8) for the words “comprises of the name of the owner possessor, lessee, mortgage
and address, area in square meter, revenue plot number and” the word “indicate” shall be substituted;
(iv) in the sub-rule (9) the words “and video” shall be omitted.
5. In the principal rule, for the First Schedule, the following shall be substituted, namely:-
“FIRST SCHEDULE
[See rule 21(1)]
Parameters for preparation of site plans :
While preparing a site plan for the protected area, prohibited and regulated areas, the following
parameters shall be adhered to and incorporated:

(i) mapping of all structures in protected area;

(ii) mapping of all structures in the area under control of Archaeological Survey of India and acquired

area; irrespective of its protection status by notification; '

(iii) clearly indicating protected area and area acquired, transferred or under Archaeological Survey of

India;

(iv) mapping of all structures on plan;

(v) others feature like tank, embankment, mud fortification, remnants of ancient structures, etc. should be

shown;

(vi) roads and pathways;

(vii)  open area;

(viii)  sewerage pipe lines, big open drains with more than | meter width, canals, etc. .

(ix) water supply lines, water works, etc.”
